Tools Needed
4 mm, 5 mm Allen wrenches

10 mm wrench

Front Mount Kit Hardware:

1 – Mounting plate

4 – M6x25 cap screws

4 – M6 nylock nuts 

8 – M6 washers

Pack Rack Hardware:

8 – M6 x 25 flat head screws

8 – M6 nylock nuts

8 – M6 washers (stainless steel)

8 – M6 washers (rubber)

Overview

The mounting plate is attached directly to the stock Suzuki luggage rack via 4, M6 cap screws.  The Micatech Pack Rack is installed on top of the mounting plate via 8 M6 flat head screws.  Once the Pack Rack is installed, the top case is attached using the 4 ¼ turn fasteners provided.

Step 1.  Remove the Suzuki luggage rack.

Remove the seat and then remove the stock Suzuki luggage rack.  It is fastened to the frame in 4 locations, two under the seat and two in the tail section.  You will need a 10M wrench or socket to remove the bolts.
Step 2.  Remove the stock rubber mat from the Suzuki luggage rack.

Remove the rubber mat from the Suzuki luggage rack.  The 4 holes on the Suzuki luggage rack used to secure the rubber mat will now be used to fasten the mounting plate.
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Step 3.   

Attach the mounting plate to the stock Suzuki luggage rack.  Using the 4 bolt locations shown below, install the M6X25 cap screws, stainless steel washers and nylock nuts.  Be sure to tighten the hardware.  
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Step 2.  Mounting the Pack Rack

The Pack Rack bolts directly to the mounting plate in 8 locations using the M6x25 flat head screws.  Note that the rubber washers go between the mounting plate and the Pack Rack to help reduce vibration.
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Pack Rack installation is completed.  Load up your gear and go!
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
